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Georgia State Board of Cosmetology: Sanitation Rules

Directions: In the blanks below, briefly describe the rules regarding how to effectively clean and store (if applicable) the objects listed according to the Georgia State Board of Cosmetology. Where applicable, specify whether sanitation or disinfection is being accomplished, and how often such cleaning should be practiced.

1. Nonporous, Multi-use Implements: brushes, combs, clippers, scissors, reusable gloves, cuticle pushers, cuticle nippers, nail clippers, etc. 

All multi-use implements must be cleaned after each use by immersion or saturation in EPA-registered, hospital-grade disinfectant that is bactericidal, fungicidal, viruscidal, and pseudomonacidal  for at least 10 minutes; disinfected tools should be kept in sanitary, dry storage containers and labeled accordingly (dirty or soiled tools should be kept in separate dry storage and also labeled accordingly).

2. Single-use implements: wooden spatulas, emery boards, buffers, disposable gloves, etc.
Single-use implements are to be discarded after each single use and should be kept in dry, sanitary storage and labeled accordingly.

3. Lotions, creams, other cosmetics:
These materials to be used on clients are to be kept in sanitary and closed containers. 

4. Shampoo equipment:
Shampoo bowls and/or sinks must be kept thoroughly cleaned and sanitized.

5. Linens:
Any towels or linens that have been used once must be kept in a designated closed container until laundered properly; clean towels should be kept in a closed storage space (e.g., cabinet, closet) unless being used by current clients. 
6. Sterilization of hands:
Hands are to be cleaned and sterilized before serving each client.
7. Waste and garbage:
All waste must be discarded from the facility daily—no garbage should be left inside overnight—and kept in a washable and covered container within the salon. Soiled dishes and ‘stale’ food are not permitted. 
8. Pets:
No pets are permitted inside the facility unless for the purpose of a handicapped client.
9. Protective clothing and footwear:
Appropriate clothing and footwear should be worn at all times by cosmetologists to prevent occupational exposure to infectious materials. Examples include clinical jackets and gloves to protect against infectious or harmful materials.
