LESSON 1: Introduction to Lash and Brow Tinting

1.
Identify the standards. Standards should be posted in the classroom.

2.
Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom.

3.
Identify and review the unit vocabulary. Terms may be posted on word wall.

4.
Begin the lesson with the following discussion:
· ASK: How many of you have heard of lash and brow tinting? The answer is probably none.
· ASK: how many have heard of permanent make up? The answer will probably be a lot. The students will associate with tattooing.

· Explain that this service is permanent just like permanent hair coloring. It lasts until the lashes or brows are shed and replaced. It is not an invasive procedure. This is a good opportunity to talk about tattooed makeup; it is a great attention getter.

· Explain the purpose of tinting and the rewards of monetary value to the hairdresser and the visual reward to the client.
 
5. Using the web, have students research lash and brow tinting. They will present their findings to the class in an informal presentation. The following is a suggestion of search terms:
· Brow tinting consumer reports

· Lash tinting dangers

· Lash tinting color additives

· Brow tinting products and ingredients

· Lash tinting images

· Lash and brow videos

6. Contact local salons and find one that does this service. Have a guest speaker come in and give a live demonstration. If you can find a salon that does tattoo makeup, this would make for a great presentation as well. Give students the opportunity to ask questions about the procedure as well as the cosmetology career path.
7. Summary
· Discuss the advantages and disadvantages of lash and brow tinting.  
· Show a video on how to lash and brow tint. The following links to a copyrighted video that provides a good, basic demonstration.

LESSON 2:  Safety Precautions

1.
Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom.

· What regulations from the FDA would prevent a lash and brow service?

· What conditions would prevent a client from receiving the service and what, if anything can change it?

· Why does the application of petroleum jelly prevent staining during the service?

2.
Ask students what could go wrong during a lash and brow tinting procedure. Discuss with students the Safety Precautions Handout. 
3.
Have students research the potential dangers of lash and brow tinting. Students will work in pairs to compile research and give a five minute oral presentation about their findings. The following are suggestions of some possible search terms. Students should declare their research focus before they present so that students do not research the same topics. Use the Safety Precautions PowerPoint Presentation Rubric to grade the presentations. 
· Brow tinting consumer reports

· Lash tinting dangers

· FDA regulations

· Allergic reactions to lash and brow tinting

4.
Summary

· Discuss with students some of the worst dangers of lash and brow tinting. Brainstorm with them ways to avoid such dangers.

LESSON 3: The Procedure

1.
Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom.

· What regulations from the FDA would prevent a lash and brow service?

· What conditions would prevent a client from receiving the service and what, if anything can change it?

· Why does the application of petroleum jelly prevent staining during the service?

2.
Students will complete a lash and brow tint procedure on manikins with pre-drawn brows. They will need to do this step by step with the instructor and as a group so that everyone understands each step. 

· Review the Safety Precautions Handout.
· Ask students to be sure that they have all materials listed in the Tinting Supply List Handout. 
· Have students prepare for the procedure by following the Tinting Preparation Steps Handout.
· Students are now ready to perform the procedure following the Lash and Brow Tinting Steps Handout.
· Check students’ work as they go along and offer advice when needed. 

· Students will need to clean up their areas after they complete the procedure.

3.
After all students have finished cleaning up, discuss with them how they felt about the procedure. What was difficult? Did they have any questions? Students need to fully understand all steps of the preparation, procedure, and clean up to be prepared for the culminating task. 

4.
Students will take the Lash and Brow Post-Test to assess what they have learned throughout the unit. Use the Lash and Brow Post-Test Key to grade their work.
