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Items needed:

o Pack of Alka -Seltzer tablet
e 4clear plastic cups 12 oz.

Directions:
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Ask for 4 volunteers

Ata table in front of the room so all students can observe

Set up 4 cups with %% cup a tap water in each.

Assign each volunteer a cup

Line the cups and volunteers in order

1" volunteer will have a cup and 1 Alka-Seltzer

2" volunteer will have a cup and 2 Alka-Seltzer

3" volunteer will have a cup and 3 Alka-Seltzer

4" volunteer will have a cup and 4 Alka-Seltzer

Explain to class the students represent 4 strengths of peroxide.

10 volume is weakest and swells the hair the least

40 volume is the strongest and swells the hair the most.

Explain the bubbling action they are about to see represents the oxidation
reaction of the hair cortex during permanent color. The more the hair
swells the more damage the service can cause.\

Have the 4 students to drop their Alka-seltzer tabs at the same time so the
class can observe the action.

Follow up lab with class discussion about what they observed. Relate it to real —life
processes using color.
