Chemical Texture Scenarios
Directions: Group students and hand out a scenario to each table. Write on the board:
· What special problem does the client have?
· Does the client have prior damage or a previous chemical service?

· How much curl does the client desire?

· Does the client have a medical issue?

· What perm did you choose and why?

After receiving the scenarios, the students will look at the questions on the board to determine the best product. Have one of the student’s tin each group be a recorded for their findings. Have a different group member to go to the front of the room and read the scenario and answer each question before giving their decision. Give the rest of the class time to provide input or ask questions.

1. May B. Perm has arrived at the shop, and she would like a tight curly perm.  She said she has never used any chemicals on her hair, and as you start shampooing you notice a red tint to the shampoo. Her analysis indicated no prior damage.
2. I.B.Fried is running late, due to a dermatologist appointment that ran late. Her analysis shows some breakage. Her hair is heavily highlighted. She would like a soft curl.

3. Betty S. Bleach would like a tight perm. She has little to no elasticity in her hair. It is a charcoal grey color. Her hair tangles easily when wet.
4. Ally Natural has never had a chemical service. Her analysis indicates her hair is a little dry but otherwise fine. Her hair color is mouse brown. She would like a loose perm. She is sensitive and says the smell might make her sick.

5. Johnny B. Bald loves his mullet. His analysis indicated tight coarse hair. He has been getting the back of his hair permed for years. He would like a tight kinky perm. He hasn’t had any other chemical services. Johnny has asthma.
Note to instructor: Each scenario could have multiple answers based on the group’s findings. Add details as needed to make the activity more in-depth.
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
