4.  Have students participate in ice breakers. The importance of this cannot be underestimated it helps to build friendships and trust. Be sure to participate with the students. The goal is to create a community of sharing.
5. Have students develop a calendar for the class using Publisher or other calendar resource. Let the students assist you in putting together the calendar for the class. This allows them to develop ownership in the class and models how to plan a course. 
6. Have students complete liability and confidentiality paperwork. Students should understand the importance of what their signature represents. These are generally available from your Work based Learning Coordinator.
7. Have student join SPAGE.  A copy of the membership form can be downloaded from the PAGE website.
8. Have students  review the list of materials that should be put in the classroom notebook. Have students participate in peer grading of the notebook throughout the course. A sample one is attached.
9. Have students review the list of materials that should be put the portfolio. This can be printed from the Teaching Internship part of the Teaching as a Profession section of this publication. (The portfolio is a capstone of all work done from the three classes in the Teaching as a Profession pathway.)
10. Have your media specialists speak to the class concerning copyright violations. This (in some form) is to be put in both the classroom notebook and portfolio.  
11.Have students set up an email account, with an acceptable name, to email you when they are going to be absent, or to submit assignments.  This helps them to understand the need for communication between teachers and administrators when absences are going to occur.
