Students with Disabilities:

For students with disabilities, the instructor should refer to the student's IEP to be sure that the accommodations specified are being provided. Pay particular attention to daily and testing accommodations.  Reading level noted on IEP is important to remember when presenting reading articles and internet instruction.  Instructors should also familiarize themselves with the provisions of Behavior Intervention Plans that may be part of a student's IEP. Frequent consultation with a student's special education instructor will be beneficial in providing appropriate differentiation.

3.  Identify and review the key words. 
4.  Read Halley’s Comet by Robert Rohm to the class. It is found on www.personalityisights.com/education.html in the free download link. Discuss the difference in perceptions of the announcement.

5. Have students take a personality test, print the results, and share it with the class when the appointed time comes.  The personality test is found on www.lifecolorsonline.com; click on lifecolorslite; answer the questions and print results.  

6. Have students use the website http://www.personalityinsights.com/education.html; click on each child and make a list of the characteristics of each type of child : identify what personality type the student has. Be sure to draw a grid to remind you of how the personalities relate to one another. 

7. Students should find and identify 3 different personality tests that are available on the internet. At least one of these must provide results at no charge.

8. Students should choose a lesson to teach. Design a lesson that includes variations to provide instruction for different personality types as well as different learning styles. Use the UGA lesson plan format which includes the reflection section. 
9. Using the website, www.cec.sped.org, students should prepare a PowerPoint about a specific exceptionality.  Include in this presentation a description of the exceptionality and instructional strategies that work with children who have the exceptionality. Share the presentation with classmates and make it available to the faculty at the school where you are a teacher.  Print a copy of the presentation as a handout with three slides per page. 

10. Handicap Simulations See attachments from Examining Teaching Profession, Dewar College of Education, Valdosta State University
11. Using the internet research, Howard Gardner and multiple intelligences, students will identify the basic categories by name and brief description. Brainstorm how teachers could include each in a lesson.  Plan a lesson and include the differentiation needed to meet these different categories.

12. Using one of the following websites, students will identify a favorite instructional strategy;  discuss why it is their favorite strategy; and what strategy do they believe is the easiest for a teacher to use.

13. Students can use the web site, http://www.teachers.ash.org.au/researchskills/dalton.htm to identify verbs, question stems, and possible projects using varying levels of Bloom’s taxonomy.

14. Students should identify instructional strategies that improve student achievement across different content areas and different grade levels.  Classroom Instruction that Works, by Robert Marzano, Debra Pickering, and Jane Pollock ( ISBN 978087120522-3) is a good resource.
15. Students need to collect various lesson plan formats and practice teaching lessons. (One possible source is the Harry Wong book, First Days of School.  There is a video set that is available and an excellent source for practical instruction.)  Be sure all lesson plans reference the Georgia Performance Standards. Students should explain the importance of reflection as an integral part of the planning process.

16. Discuss how assessment will be used in this class to promote student learning and facilitate instructor improvement in your teaching as well.

Notes & Reflections: 
Teachers need to be willing to have their teaching critiqued by the students. Teachers need to be willing to laugh at themselves and make improvements in their own teaching. Teachers need to remember to vary instructional strategies and explain why you are doing a particular exercise a specific way. Give the students ownership in the lessons being presented. Teach by example.
