4. Have students take pretest based on Chapters 8, 9, 10, 11 from Teachers, Schools, and Society; A Brief Introduction to Education.

5. Discuss classroom management with students. What are characteristics of classrooms where they learn the most? Have students include the brainstormed list in the classroom notebook.
6. Have students read Part 3 of Teachers, Schools, and Society: A Brief Introduction to Education  concerning Schools; Choices and Challenges (Chapter 9), Curriculum, Standards, and Testing (Chapter 10), and Becoming an Effective Teacher (Chapter 11).  
7. Have students read articles from the The Teachers, Schools,  and Society Reader. 

8. Have students read the book, Ron Clark’s Essential 55. A summary of the book along with the rules that impact them the most could be included in the classroom notebook. 

9. Have students use Harry Wong’s First Days of School to develop a presentation concerning positive expectations and classroom management. Students could divide the reading and develop a powerpoint to teach to the class.
10. Watch clips of various movies, discuss how the classroom is managed.  Possible movies include but are not limited to Ron Clark, Stand and Deliver, Freedom Riders. (Be sure to follow your systems video policy.) Summarize each movie in the classroom notebook.
11. Have student visit various classrooms in your school for a period, complete the student observation form found in attachments. Students should summarize classroom observations in the classroom notebook.
12. If funds allow, invite a storyteller to the classroom to read children’s books to the class.  Complete guest speaker evaluation.  Have student’s practice giving directions to classmates on how to manage themselves during a story or a lesson.  

13.  Have students develop a classroom management plan. The plan could include a minimum of 5 rules that are stated in a positive manner for the age group the student is wanting to teach.  The plan should include the plan the student would follow if the rules are broken, include what happens each time the rule or rules are broken.  The plan could include five appropriate rewards for individuals and the whole class for not breaking the rules for a given length of time.  The plan could include a pamphlet that would be sent to parents and a bulletin board display for the room.  This should be included in the classroom notebook and will facilitate completion of a unit in the portfolio.
14. Have students take post test based on Teachers, Schools, and Society: A Brief Introduction to Education.
