“ONE SIZE DOES NOT FIT ALL”

Differentiate: Content, process, product or environment

Based on: Readiness, interest or learning profile

· Incorporate movement every 15 – 20 minutes. 
· “Chunk” your lessons. Don’t spend more than 15 minutes on the thing.

· Let students process information physically. Designate areas of the room for various responses to specific questions. 

· Use flexible grouping, allowing students to work with different partners. 
· Allow choice in school projects for self-definition. 

· Provide clear rules and enforce them calmly – to help students function as members of a civilized society.
· Allow students a chance to redo work until they reach mastery, not everyone learns in the same way on the same day.
· Use examples and illustrations based on student interests 

· Highlight critical content in the text. 

· Encourage equitable participation of each student 

· Allow for choice and individuality. 

· Allow for choice and individuality.

· Provide a peer buddy/tutor.

· Teacher-student goal-setting.

· Flexible seating.

· Provide supplementary materials.

· Assign a mentor.

· Provide in-class mini-workshops to re-teach or extend skills.

· Negotiate criteria.

· Provide tiered activities.

· Provide alternative assessments based on learning style.

· Create learning contracts.

· Teams, games and tournaments – Have fun!!

· Provide tape-recorded materials.

· Incorporate learning stations.

· Use agenda contracts.

· Have pre-established consequences for misbehavior.

· Administer consequences immediately – discipline fits the “crime”.

· Use time-out sessions to cool off disruptive behavior.

· Use praise whenever possible.

· Praise more than punish!!

· Provide encouragement.

· Know your students interests.

· Use inquiry-based/student-centered learning.

· Use a behavior or self-monitoring contract.

· Adjust the level of complexity.

· Adjust the number of steps.

· Provide extended time to complete assignment.

· Provide a copy of unit notes/outline.
