7. In groups of 4 interview teachers at elementary, middle and high level concerning effective classroom management and discipline plans. Include questions concerning the impact of family beliefs, customs, and culture on the student’s behavior. Prepare a classroom presentation and paper to include in portfolio. Have students use large group discussion after presentation to foster further understanding.
