11. Interview Special Education teacher and Regular Classroom teacher about collaborative planning and disadvantages and advantages

12.  Students create a KWL chart and create a pre and post assessment for unit/lesson plan

13. Videotape lesson taught by intern for further evaluation of teaching strategies

14. After teaching lesson from unit/lesson plan, view video and write a reflective essay

15. Discuss strengths and needs improvement on both planning and delivery of lesson.
