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Unit 8: Engine Performance Concepts

Motor Oil - oil used to lubricate the moving parts of a motor

Viscosity – A measurement of a fluid’s ability to flow or its thickness.

Rotary Pump – A pump that uses a star-shaped rotor

Vane Pump – A type of pump that uses spring loaded vanes that throw off or is moved by liquid or air.
Auxiliary Oil Cooler – A system designed to remove excess hear from engine oil by either passing it through a heat exchanger exposed to the air or by channeling engine coolant through an oil filter adapter mounted on the engine.
