 Unit 3: Tools, Equipment, and Instruments Vocabulary
Calipers –An adjustable measuring tool placed around or within an object and adjusted until it just contacts. The tool is then withdrawn and the distance between the contact points is measured.

Compression Gauge – A gauge used to test compression in engine cylinders.

Die – A tool for cutting threads.

Drill - Is a tool with a rotating drill bit used for drilling holes in various materials.

Fuel Pressure Gauge – A gauge that measures the pressure developed by the fuel pump.

Hammer - A hand tool with a heavy rigid head and a handle; used to deliver an impulsive force by striking.

Impact Wrench - A socket wrench power tool designed to deliver high torque.

Hacksaw - Saw used with one hand for cutting metal.

Ohmmeters – An electrical instrument used to measure the amount of resistance in a given unit of circuit.

Oil Pressure Gauge – A dash mounted instrument that provides oil pressure readings in pounds per square inch or in kilopascals.

Pliers - A gripping hand tool with two hinged arms and (usually) serrated jaws.

Ratchet - Mechanical device consisting of a toothed wheel or rack engaged with a pawl that permits it to move in only one direction

Reamer - A drill that is used to shape or enlarge holes.
Screwdriver - A hand tool for driving screws; has a tip that fits into the head of a screw
Soldering Gun - A soldering gun is a tool for soldering metals using lead-tin-based solder to achieve a highly conductive contact.
Tachometer – Device used to measure engine speed in RPM.
Tap – To cut threads in a hole with a threaded, tapered tool; also used to repair the bottom.
Torque Wrench – A calibrated wrench designed to indicate the amount of torque applied to a fastener.
Voltmeters – Instrument used to measure voltage in a given circuit.
Wrench - a hand tool that is used to hold or twist a nut or bolt.
