Use Wallwisher website (www.wallwisher.com) to create an interactive posting via the Internet where students can each post a question related to international travel and then initiate a class discussion on various topics which the students have supplied.  Tip:  familiarize yourself with wallwisher in advance and create a blank wall to be used in your class for this activity.  

Travel Tips Abroad Prezi  (Prezi is available at: http://prezi.com/iv1cfb9j_bnd/copy-of-tips-on-traveling-abroad/ )

This is a public prezi that has some generic tips about traveling abroad and should be used to start a discussion on international travel and things that might be different when travelling internationally versus domestic including:

Medical needs, phone service, travel requirements & documentation, etc.  This would be a good opportunity to have a guest speaker that travels internationally or ask students in your class with international travel experience to share their observations.

LESSON 3:  MAJOR TRAVEL MARKETS

1.     Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom.

( What are there differences between international travel and domestic travel?

Use Traveler Magazine (either actual paper courses or online articles at http://travel.nationalgeographic.com/travel/traveler-magazine/)  to allow students to explore various top tourism destinations.  Ask students to select  a destination to be shared with the class.  If paper magazine is used ask students to share highpoints via a document camera or passing around material. 

Have students divide into groups using the Major Travel Destinations Handout.  Then students will work in groups to complete the Travel Destinations Worksheet.   Once students complete the worksheet, they become the “expert group” for that travel destination.   Have a member of each expert group combine into other groups to share their knowledge of their travel region.  The newly formed groups should then complete the Travel Destinations Comparison Worksheet.

Summary

Ask one person from each group to share a similarity and a difference each group has found in travel destinations.
