Introduction
· Visit your local library and check out a children’s book on transportation. Try to find one that includes ground transportation, but any mode of transportation will work. Read the book to your students to introduce the unit. 
5. Trains, Cars, and Busses Storybook Assignment
· Place students in 3 groups. One group will represent “Trains”, the other group “Motor Coaches”, and the final group “Cars”. 
· Students will research their assigned mode of transportation and create a story book that explains their assigned topic.  Explain the benefits using words and graphics. See the attached Trains, Cars, and Busses Storybook Assignment Handout. 
· Upon completion students will read their story books and then a class discussion will be held to discuss the differences and similarities of each mode of transportation. 
· Have students decide on which mode of transportation is best for them for a particular trip and give rationale.

· Be sure to focus on the similarities and differences in the US Rail System and Europe’s rail system.

· Read the following scenario to students. Allow them time in class to answer the questions. They may use the Internet and a textbook as resources. Allow them to work with a partner to collaborate.  

· Scenario: You have a young European client who wants to see the United States by train. How would you route the trip? Where would you find information? What accommodations would you recommend?

LESSON 4:  CRUISE INDUSTRY MODE OF TRAVEL VS. DESTINATION (Provided by Jill Landtroop)

1. Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom.
· What are the similarities and differences between a cruise ship and a resort?
2. Getting to know the cruise lines:
· Using the Internet, have students complete the Cruise Comparison Spreadsheet Handout. This will allow them to compare the different cruise lines. 
· Differentiate the major types of passenger cruise ships and the kinds of accommodations, products, and services each cruise line typically offers. 
3. Use the Cruising Around the World PowerPoint to discuss the history and current standing of the cruise industry. 

4. Begin a discussion on the similarities and differences of cruise lines and resorts. Engage the students in a discussion, posing the question, “Can a cruise be considered a resort or a destination” Why or why not? 
Similarities:

· Restaurants available onsite

· Room service available 

· Sleeping rooms available with private bathrooms

· Concierge available onsite

· Recreational activities available (shows, pools, etc.)

Differences:

· Resorts offer the freedom to visit other areas at will; cruise ships limit you to the boat while at sea.
· Resorts allow guests to leave at their will; on a cruise guests are stuck on board until reaching a port.

· Cruise ships allow guests to see more than one destination.
· Resorts provide guests with more space to explore; cruise ships are limited in space with larger 
number of people.

NOTES & REFLECTION: 

· Invite someone from the International Travel Department to come and share with the class about the ins and outs of international travel. Ask them to explain the safety precautions that must take place and the rules and regulations that must be followed when traveling abroad by ship or plane.
· If time permits, you may use this unit to discuss the pros and cons of the new airport security measures. Split your class into 2 groups; have one group research the pros of the new security and one group research the cons. Come together and have an in-class debate. 
· You can get as creative with this unit as you wish. For each mode of transportation that you discuss, you may want to act out a “character” as you teach. Bring in your luggage, maps, play island music, wear the appropriate attire, etc.  Students will become more engaged, and you could even encourage them to participate.
