Requirements: 

Multimedia presentation should include the following a video that is adaptable to use on a website.  Two videos will be created, one being 3 – 5 minutes and a commercial which can be cut from the longer presentation to be 30 seconds in length. The video needs to encompass music, pictures, lodging, food, entertainment, cost, and why its ecotourism. Emphasis should be placed on the heightened environmental focus during the trip, verses a traditional trip. 

Schedule:

Determine a Georgia ecotourism location. Project manager: should delegate sub-projects. (All partners will be speaking during the presentation) Travel Package Options: one day and up to 3 day suggestions.
1. Video designer: must collaborate with all members

2. Travel Agent: (creates package deals: food, accommodations, entertainment etc.)

3. Environmentalist: tie in the eco – green side to the entire trip (note: see definition at the  top of the page

4. Entertainment director: see if there is a way to give back to the environment as part of the entertainment of the trip. Becoming an activist for the cause.
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
