
Student International Tour 
Instructions: You and two partners will work together to create a student tour package to an international destination of your choice.  The project includes a paper, a brochure, and a booth for a travel fair. Your group will be graded on professionalism and creativity.
In a three to five page paper, write the following information:
1. Complete description of all aspects of the tour:  

· Transportation for guests
· Destinations
· Activities

· Lodging information

· How reservations will be accepted

· Staffing needs

2. Description of finances and budget for the tour:

· All costs incurred by your company, including:

· Staff costs

· Lodging and food costs

· Transportation costs

· Cost to visit destinations and complete activities

· Marketing costs

· Potential ways to get discounts for the group

· Break-even point for the tour

· Total cost participants will be charged

3. Description of the marketing plan

· Product: What is your tour? Where is it going? How will it be packaged?

· Place: Will your tour be distributed through travel agents or self-marketed?

· Price: What will your company charge? What are your pricing strategies?

· Promotions: What will you advertise? What special events will be included? Where can personal selling techniques be used? What publicity will be utilized?

· People: Who will be hired to lead the tour? What are their qualifications?

The tour brochure should be at least four panels and include:

· Planned itinerary

· Attractions and points of interest

· Deposits and payment schedules

· Cancellation procedures
The travel show booth should include:
· Copies of the tour brochure

· A visual aid, such as a PowerPoint, poster, or display board

· At least one interest grabber, such as costumes, food samples, or prizes
· Equal participation by group members in marketing the tour to other students and faculty
